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The lllawarra Academy has again had an
extremely successful year. The quality of
athletes who accepted scholarships and the
standard of programmes conducted by the

coaching staff were of the highest order. This
quality and standard was reflected in the
performance of the athletes in focal and

representative fixtures and esteem in which the
Academy and all involved with it are held
throughout Australia.

The Athletes and coaches involved in the seven
resident sports have continued to work
consistently and diligently throughout the year.
These Academy programmes aim to educate and
develop young talented athletes and at times this
means plenty of hard work. This has been at
times difficult for some sports during the

inclement first 6 months of 1989.

In late 1988 the Academy Board considered
applications from sports wishing to join the
Academy. Following an extensive interview
process and evaluation of proposals, 2 sports
were selected and invited to work with the
Academy to establish development programmes.

Lawn Bowls was selected and Ted Andrews was
appointed Head Coach. Selection trials were held
and a squad of 14 were offered scholarships.

Rugby League was also selected, with Steve
Calder appointed as Head Coach and Jeff Hardy as
Coach. Trials and player interviews were held
with a squad of 19 being selected.

An international exchange programme was
introduced this year which saw 2 squads
travelling to New Zealand. It is the goal of the
International Exchange programme to have all
Academy squads regularly travelling overseas to

compete and gain the experience and pleasure that
high level competition brings.

It is envisaged that teams from New Zealand will
visit the Academy in the coming year for similar
experiences. This exchange will benefit the many
young athletes who have an opportunity to travel
to New Zealand or participate in hosting a visiting
team.

The Board of Management met throughout the
year at venues in Nowra, Shellharbour, Moss
Vale and Wollongong. A number of sub-
