Minister’s Foreword

he lllawarra Academy of Sport was the first

Regional Academy to be established in
Australia, and at the end of its sixth full year of
operation it continues to play a leading role in the
development of junior sport in the Illawarra and
NSW.

Asthefirst Academyofitskind, thelllawarra Academy
has provided anexcellent model forthe development
of other Regional Academies within NSW, and there
are now six Regional Academies operating in the
State. My government is pleased to support these
Academies, and the success of the lllawarra is proof
that the role they play in sport is a vital one.

During the past year the lllawarra Academy has
expanded its operations with the addition of an extra
sports development programme. Rugby Union has
become the eighth sports programme, and brings to
163 the numberof youngathletes on scholarships. A
major event in 1991 was the netball squads tour to
Hong Kong which signalled the Academy’s first
ventureintoAsia. The overseasexchange programme
conducted by the lllawarra has added an extra
dimension to the development of the young
sportspeople, and it has also helped attract overseas
teams to NSW on return visits.

A major factor in sporting success is coaching. The
[llawarra Academy has been able to attract
experiencedandwell qualified coaches, andlapplaud
all the coaches who give their time and enthusiasm
to the Academy programmes. The apprentice coach
scheme is an example of the focus the lllawarra
Academy is providing and this committment will
enhance the depth of coaching in the lllawarra in the
long term.
